Thrivent Builds with Habitat for Humanity is a multi-year, multi-million-dollar volunteer and advocacy partnership between Thrivent Financial for Lutherans and Habitat for Humanity International. 

As a not-for-profit, faith-based membership organization, Thrivent Financial for Lutherans, through its 2.5 million members, multiplies the impact Habitat for Humanity by providing resources of volunteer time and talent, as well as financial contributions.  

Habitat for Humanity is an international ecumenical Christian charity that aims to break the cycle of poverty by eliminating poverty housing and homelessness. 

Thrivent Financial is the largest non-government sponsor for Habitat for Humanity. Thrivent recognizes that owning a home is a family’s largest financial asset, and a key building block for economic independence.

Since its inception in 2005, Thrivent Builds has funded construction for more than 1,600 homes in the U.S. with total contribution surpassed $160 million. In addition, Thrivent has provided more than 490,000 volunteers contributing over three million volunteer hours to construct homes. Thrivent Builds contribution will fund 55 percent of each home, while Habitat affiliates fund 35 percent and Thrivent volunteers provide an addition 10 percent through fund-raising.

A hand up, not a hand out
Habitat for Humanity is a partnership with families, not a charity. Partner families are hardworking people who do not qualify for conventional loan. Typically, their income is 30 percent to 50 percent of the area’s median income.  

Even though volunteer labor and donations build a Habitat home, these homes are sold to families. Financing is provided with affordable, no-interest loans. The homeowners’ monthly mortgage payments are used to build more Habitat houses. And each family invests in sweat equity on the worksite of their home and other local Habitat homes. 

Affiliate Name accepts applications from families on a/an weekly, monthly, annual, etc. basis. A family selection committee reviews and chooses families based on need, their willingness to become partners in the program and their ability to repay the no-interest mortgage. The program is open to all people, regardless of race, religion, color or creed.
The typical new Habitat house in Affiliate service area has number square feet of finished living space which includes number or range of numbers bedrooms and number baths. It is affordable to low-income families because there is no profit included in the sale of the house and no interest charged on the mortgage. Monthly mortgage payments, including principal, taxes and insurance, average $XXX.XX for a number of bedrooms-bedroom house.
